TOLEDO, Ohio — Kyle Walton, Resident Agent in Charge of the Toledo Field
Office of the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms and Explosives (ATF), and Lucas
County Sheriff James A. Telb, Ph.D., today announced a reward of up to $5,000 for
information leading to the arrest and conviction of those responsible for the March 27

burglary and theft of two machine guns and a silencer from a residence in Springfield

community and must be recovered,” said Walton.

“The potential danger to the public by this crime causes us to ask for the public’s
help in solving it,” said Telb.
