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BUTLER COUNTY MAN SENTENCED
FOR MULTIPLE FEDERAL FIREARMS VIOLATIONS

David L. Huber, United States Attorney for the Western District of Kentucky, announced
today that JAMES DAVID COOK, age 51, 122 South Main Street, Morgantown, Kentucky, in
Butler County, was sentenced in United States District Court, Bowing Green, Kentucky, for
multiple federal firearms violations.

On April 15, 2005, Joseph H. McKinley, Jr., Judge, United States District Court,
sentenced Cook to 1 year and 3 months imprisonment, plus 2 years supervised release.

On January 19, 2005, Cook pled guilty and admitted selling four firearms to a person he
knew to be a convicted felon on or about February 12, 2003; wrongfully possessing 22 firearms
and multiple rounds of ammunition while being an unlawful user of marijuana and
methamphetamine; and conspiring from February 12, 2003, to on or about July 2, 2003, to sell
multiple firearms to a person that he knew to be a convicted felon. The firearms unlawfully sold
to the convicted felon were sold through Cook’s business, Main Street Pawn, in Morgantown,
Kentucky.

The case was prosecuted by Assistant United States Attorney Bryan R. Calhoun and was

investigated by the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms and Explosives.
