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$11,000 REWARD OFFERED IN FIREARMS THEFT 

 
 DALLAS – The Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms and Explosives (ATF), in 
partnership with the Fort Worth Police Department and CPRC Crime Stoppers, is seeking 
the public’s assistance in the investigation of 76 firearms taken from the inventory of 
Cabela’s Retail Store in Fort Worth. 
 
 Two separate rewards are being offered in the case. Cabela’s is offering a $10,000 
reward for information that leads to the arrest and conviction of those involved in the 
theft. Additionally, Crime Stoppers is offering up to a $1,000 reward for information that 
leads to the arrest and indictment of those involved in the theft of the firearms. 

 
The theft of firearms occurred at a storage facility located in north Fort Worth, the 

Storage Works, 4209 Alliance Gateway Freeway. Although still undetermined, 
authorities suspect the theft occurred between May 2 and May 13, 2005.  The firearms 
taken consisted of both new and pre-owned assorted firearms, ranging from small caliber 
handguns, sporting/competition shotguns and rifles, to expensive collector quality 
weapons.
